Special Services Requiring Disclosure Use of Fees:
· Information Meetings: Are generally held on a quarterly basis at Panera Bread for current and prospective families interested in China adoption.  The meetings provide information on the current status of the country and address issues of concern to parents.  Attendees often include parents of adopted children who are now home. These parents typically enjoy sharing their individual adoption/trip stories with those in attendance.  Children are usually present at these meetings.  The agency fee per event is $100.

*2007: $500 total fee paid by Agency (for 5 Events)
· Support Groups: Are held at various times of the year and include the non-CCI group called Mis Amigos.  This Agency helped in the initial start-up of this particular group, designed to reach out to parents of Latino children.  Mis Amigos encourages participation not only from CCI families, but from other agencies as well.
*2007: $50 paid by Agency for Park Rental Fee

· Reunions: General CCI reunions are held once per year and are organized by families in order to celebrate the children who have been adopted and are now home.  In addition, the first annual CCI China family reunion was held in 2007. 
*2007: The Agency paid for the Executive Director’s expenses including airfare, mileage reimbursement and hotel expenses for the general CCI reunion. In addition, CCI assisted with expenses incurred during the China family reunion. 
· Annual In-Country Christmas Parties:  Three Christmas Parties are held each year in Guatemala.  The first is for younger children, the second is for older children, and the third is for caretakers only. These parties are for children who reside in orphanages, who may or may not be available for adoption.
*2007: A portion of the agency’s Humanitarian Aid Funds are used to sponsor this annual event.
