INTERNATIONAL ADOPTION SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into this day by and between Celebrate Children International, Inc. (“CCI”) and the undersigned Adopting Parent(s) (“A/P”).  CCI and A/P are collectively referred to herein as “the parties.”

A/P is a person or persons who desire to adopt a child or children (“CHILD”) born in a foreign country.  A/P acknowledges, and is aware, that the relationship established by adoption is one of parent and child, and that, if A/P is successful in adopting a child or children, A/P will incur toward the adopted child/children all obligations, duties, and responsibilities of a biological parent.

CCI is a private, non-profit, licensed child placement agency which arranges and facilitates international adoptions.

Prior to executing this agreement, A/P has completed and submitted a written Application for Adoption, which is hereby incorporated by this reference, and has paid the non-refundable application fee.

The parties now desire to enter into an agreement, regarding potential adoption services, which may include the performance of a homestudy, and the identification, selection, and placement of a prospective adopted child, and to define their respective rights and obligations in that regard.

The provisions of this agreement are intended to govern those matters which are within the control of the parties.  The parties acknowledge that the prospective international adoption will involve a nation other than the U. S., and that, therefore, the process is subject to uncertainty, unpredictability, and circumstances beyond the control of either party, including but not limited to changes in foreign governmental policies and regulation, changes in foreign travel schedules, and changes in the procedures involved in the adoption process.  The parties specifically acknowledge that the ultimate success or failure of the adoption process may result from factors beyond the control of the parties, and not necessarily through the fault or breach of either party.

CCI OBLIGATIONS

In consideration of payment by A/P of the required fees and of the agreement contained herein, CCI agrees to provide adoption services to A/P as specified in this agreement.  Such adoption services generally include review of a homestudy of A/P (whether conducted by CCI or a cooperating agency); guiding A/P in dossier preparation and INS application/approval; collaborating with facilitating organizations that will locate and identify a child for potential adoption, obtain and supply available information about that child, attempt to qualify A/P as adoptive parents in the child’s country of origin, and deal with foreign authorities and orphanage personnel; attempting to place the child with A/P, assisting A/P with travel and immigration arrangements for the child, providing and/or reviewing post placement services, and providing agency consent or agreement to adoption.

CCI is obligated to provide these services only in accordance with the following provisions and only upon satisfaction by A/P of the conditions specified below and payment by A/P of the fees specified in the fee schedule unless amended  at the time of acceptance of a referral.
A/P specifically acknowledges and understands that CCI’s obligations to A/P under this agreement are limited by CCI’s legal obligation to act at all times in the best interest of the child.  Nothing in this agreement obligates CCI to provide any report or consent which is favorable to A/P if, in CCI’s professional judgment and sole discretion, a favorable report or consent is not warranted.

The duties and responsibilities of Celebrate Children International, Inc. (“CCI”) shall be as follows:

1. Perform home studies for Florida residents (A/P understands there is an additional fee for home studies conducted and completed by CCI); or review and accept home studies from cooperating agencies in other areas or states (All fees and costs for services provided by a cooperating agency or facilitating organization are to be paid directly to the cooperating agency or facilitating agency, in accordance with the agreement that exist between A/P, cooperating agency, and/or facilitating organization.)  CCI will respect and adhere to the recommendations of the home study provider.

2. Approve use of cooperating agency, based on accreditation and standard of service, prior to A/P homestudy initiation.

3. Provide supporting documentation when required by another country.

4. Instruct applicants on the filing of United States Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) application process.  USCIS is commonly referred to as INS.  CCI cannot ensure that USCIS will approve a U.S. entry visa.  Any fees due to USCIS are the responsibility of the A/P.

5. Provide instructions and assistance for preparation of overseas adoption dossier in accordance with official requirements.  

6. Review final dossier for compliance with official requirements and submit dossier to appropriate overseas facilitators and/or officials.

7. Collaborate with overseas facilitators and officials to identify and present a child(ren) for adoption referral which meets the A/P criteria as stated in the home study   CCI does not and cannot guarantee, and makes no warrantee or representation, express or implied, concerning the medical or psychological condition of any child.  (A/P understands that in-country fees are paid directly to facilitation organization and are not included in CCI fees).

8. Collaborate with overseas facilitators to obtain and supply child’s legal documents as required for USCIS approval, placement, and legal adoption in the U.S.

9. If A/P travels, collaborate with in-country facilitators who will provide in-country representative to coordinate “adoption activities” and assist in the completion of the adoption process in countries where adoption in the country of the child’s birth is required.

10. May recommend travel agents and accommodations for international travel.  CCI provides no assurance or guarantee concerning the cost or reliability of international travel schedules and accommodations.  CCI is not responsible for any costs associated with travel, including airfares, hotel, food, A/P passport and visas, etc.

11. May recommend guides to facilitate in-country cultural experience.  CCI provides no assurance or guarantee concerning the cost or reliability of recommended guides.  CCI is not responsible for any costs associated with guides, sightseeing, or other personal travel activity.

12. Provide post placement supervision for A/P living in Florida to meet requirements for finalization of adoption or re-adoption in the U.S. and for submission to overseas authorities, if applicable.

13. Review post placement reports prepared by cooperating agency and submit to appropriate overseas authorities, if applicable.

14. Collaborate with in-country facilitators who will assist A/P to obtain travel documents, such as passport, exit documents and U.S. visa, for adopted child.  CCI provides not assurance that overseas government officials will provide travel documents.

ADOPTING PARENT(S) OBLIGATIONS
Adopting Parent(s) (“A/P”) agree to perform the duties and accept the responsibilities listed below:

1. Payment of all fees and costs associated with the services rendered by CCI, cooperating agency, and facilitating organizations under this agreement, in accordance with the CCI Adoption Agreement, Attachment A.

2. Cooperate with CCI in the adoption process and complete all forms, documents, and statements when required by CCI, the U.S. government and appropriate overseas authorities in a timely manner.

3. Provide accurate, complete, and valid information to CCI throughout the entirety of adoption process, including the home study process.  Withholding or providing inaccurate information to CCI will result in breach of this contract and CCI has right to terminate the adoption proceedings at any time during the course of the adoption for breach of contract.

4. Initiate home study process with CCI or cooperating agency.  A/P understands that the home study is a necessary prerequisite for the adoption process to continue.  In the event that a homestudy is completed, but not approved by CCI, the adoption process and this agreement are terminated. (See enclosure for home study requirements per Florida Law.)

5. Complete required ten hours or more of parent preparation and training according to the specific instructions and materials provided by CCI, independent of preparation provided during home study process.  A/P acknowledges the completion of the ten hours of preparation and training is required before A/P travels to adopt the child or before the child is placed for adoption.  A/P acknowledges non-compliance with this requirement allows CCI the ability to discontinue providing adoption services.  Instructions on how to complete educational requirements will be provided in the educational toolbox for A/P.
6. Advise CCI of any significant change in family, work address, home address, or health status during the adoption process and until post placement/U.S. adoption is completed.

7. Pay all fees associated with medical reports and police clearance and other document collection, notarization, state, federal and foreign embassy authentication, as well as, all postal and courier fees associated with dossier preparation and transportation.

8. Acknowledge that while CCI makes reasonable efforts to locate and refer a child that meets the recommendation on the home study, CCI does not and cannot guarantee, and makes no warranty or representation, express or implied, concerning the medical or psychological condition of any child or the accuracy or completeness of the medical and history records available on the child.

9. Travel overseas, if required, to bring their adopted child (ren) to the U.S.  Pay all travel expenses for A/P and child, including but not limited to, airfare, airport taxes, exit fees, hotel, meals, taxis, entertainment, travel insurance and A/P passport and visa.  We expect you to pick up your child within two weeks of travel clearance or you will be responsible for foster care as outlined in the CCI Adoption Agreement, Attachment A until the child comes home.

10. Conduct themselves at all times with courtesy and respect for the sovereignty of the people and government overseas and refrain from any act or statement which could   cause disrepute or embarrassment to CCI.

11. Make no illegal, unethical, or unauthorized payment(s) to any person involved in the overseas adoption process, including overseas government officials and authorities.
12. Contact foreign government, orphanage officials, overseas facilitators and/or any other in-country individual or entity pertaining to your adoption process or the child you are adopting, including, but not limited to: medical personnel, foster families, lawyers, and social workers, only with the assistance and/or explicit written permission of CCI.

13. Cooperate in post placement supervision by CCI and/or the cooperating agency, and overseas authorities.  All CCI clients must provide a minimum of at least one (1) six month post placement report completed by a licensed cooperating agency.  Some foreign countries require more than one post placement report; therefore, the A/P will be required to meet the specific country’s guidelines.  A/P is expected to pay all fees associated with post placement visits and reports, naturalization, adoption finalization, and/or re-adoption.

14. In addition to the one post placement, CCI may require additional home visits by a social worker, further evaluation by a social worker, psychological evaluations, additional post placements, or any other measures deemed necessary at our discretion, at any time, before, during, or after the adoption process if finalized.  Furthermore, CCI has the authority to request further measures deemed necessary for CCI to initially approve or to continue to process the A/P’s case.  The A/P will be responsible for any costs incurred to these measures and/or additional visits/post-placements/reports.    

15. Provide pictures and written reports on child’s development to CCI for forwarding to overseas orphanage and/or government officials, as required by CCI or orphanage or overseas officials.
16. Provide CCI with updated contact information (including address, home phone number and e-mail address) for a period of 10 years after placement of an adoptive child in the A/P home. 
17. The final step in your adoption process will be declaring your child a U.S. citizen.  After you return home, be in contact with your home study provider regarding post placements and instructions for re-adoption.  
SELECTION OF CHILD

CCI shall make its best, good faith effort to collaborate with facilitating organization to identify a child eligible for adoption which meets the A/P criteria as stated in the homestudy.  CCI shall present to the A/P all available medical and social information concerning the child to be adopted for consideration by the A/P.  A/P acknowledges that there may be medical or social conditions affecting the child that are unknown to CCI.  A/P acknowledge that they understand there are no representations, warrantees, or guarantees made by CCI about the particular medical and social condition of the child or the accuracy or validity of the results of any tests reported on the medical information which CCI received from the child’s country of origin.

CCI, the A/P, the facilitating organization and the cooperating agency, if applicable, shall enter into a Placement Agreement at the time of assignment by CCI of a child for adoption by A/P.  At that time additional adoption fees shall be due and payable to CCI in accordance with the CCI Adoption Agreement, Attachment A in effect.

INTERNATIONAL ADOPTION ENVIRONMENT

A/P understands that many uncertainties exist during the process and completion of international adoption and individuals and families who desire certainty and predictability in their adoption and travel experience are discouraged from undertaking an international adoption.  CCI is not responsible for delays, cost increases or other complications caused by factors outside its control.  A/P further understands that every child adopted from another country may have, but is not limited to, health, medical, or emotional problems, language difficulties, delayed development and/or cultural adjustment difficulties.  A/P agrees to use their best efforts to avail themselves of all resources possible to minimize such problems.

LIMITATION OF RESPONSIBILITY

The parties to this Agreement understand that CCI does not guarantee assignment or adoption of a child by A/P.  CCI makes no representation of any kind regarding the physical or emotional health of children presented to or adopted by A/P.  A/P understand and agree that certain requirements and criteria of overseas officials, including age and sex of child for which A/P may be approved, are outside the control and responsibility of CCI.  CCI agrees to use its best efforts and to act in good faith at all times in assisting A/P in adopting a child from another country.

RELEASE DISCLAIMER
Any and all photo(s) or video(s) submitted to CCI either by the in-country lawyer/facilitator, the adoptive family, or photo(s) or video(s) taken by the CCI staff become the property of CCI.  These photos, videos or any likeness may be used for educational, advertising, promotional, marketing, and any other agency purposes as determined by CCI. 

FLORIDA STATUE: CHAPTER 63.042
“No person eligible to adopt under this statue may adopt if that person is a homosexual.”
Florida law, as well as some of the countries, in which we work, as well as the policy of CCI, prohibits homosexuals from adopting.  If it is found that an A/P is homosexual at any point during the process, the adoption proceedings will be terminated and CCI will owe no financial reimbursement to the A/P.  By signing the CCI adoption placement agreement the A/P attests to the fact they are heterosexual.  

REMEDIES

Failure of either party to fully comply with the terms of this Adoption Agreement may result in termination of the future obligations under this agreement of the other party.  CCI and/or A/P may terminate this agreement by written notice at any time.  Any fee refunds will be handled as outlined in the CCI Adoption Agreement, Attachment A.  CCI’s liability shall be limited to the total amount of fees paid to CCI by A/P.  Disputes arising from the terms or performance of this agreement shall be resolved according to the laws of the state of Florida.  CCI and A/P agree to utilize mediation services to resolve any disagreements that cannot be resolved directly between the parties.
