Travel

Fee refunds
· Generally, all application, CCI agency, home study and post placement fees paid to CCI are non-refundable; however, in some circumstance may be applied to future international adoptions with CCI.  
· There may be extenuating situations in which CCI may consider a partial refund of unused fees.  
· Adoption fees are not refundable in the event a family chooses to discontinue an adoption outside of the above timeframe or if CCI terminates the adoption for breach of contract. 
Application Fee:

A non-refundable application fee must accompany the Application for Adoption.

CCI Agency Fee:

Upon application approval, a CCI Agency fee must accompany the International Adoption Services Agreement.  

Humanitarian Aid Donation:

For some countries this fee may be a tax deductible contribution.  The Humanitarian Aid Donation does not count towards the Federal Adoption Credit.  CCI will use this fund to support humanitarian efforts to improve the quality of life for the children in the country who are not being adopted.  

In-Country Fee:
The country fee is set by the facilitating organizations in each country.  The fee includes background investigation and identification of child, social services, accepting legal responsibility for the child, work with government and agency authorities, legal fees, child care, medical expenses, and, in some countries, passport and US visa fee’s (refer to individual country fee schedules) in the child’s country.  A portion of this fee must accompany dossier to country for processing.  The balance of the fee is due when accepting the referral of a child.

Home study Fee:
The home study is a comprehensive study and written report that is necessary prior to all agency adoptions.  The home study must be completed by CCI Social Workers, or by an approved cooperating agency, and approved by the Social Work Supervisor at CCI.  

Dossier Related Fees:
The dossier is a collection of documents that, along with your home study, will represent you and your family in the country where you choose to adopt.  These fees include those involved with document collection, notarization, state authentication/ verification, foreign country authentication and translation, and postage, overnight and courier fees.  

Travel:

Travel fees include parent(s) U.S. passport, foreign country entry visas, airfare, hotels, meals, supplies, sightseeing, souvenirs, taxis, and similar costs.   These fees vary according to country, length of time in country, season, and accommodations, and the costs are the responsibility of the parent(s).

Post Placement Fee:
This fee is for services after child placement and return home, for a minimum 6 month period.  Supervisory visits, by an agency Social Worker, are required by certain countries at certain intervals.  It is important to note that some countries require ongoing reports and photographs that can be prepared by the families themselves.  Compliance with this requirement is essential to continuing favorable adoption relations with foreign countries.

Country Change Fee:

In the event that the families chosen country closes adoptions, the family may choose to wait for the country to re-open or choose another country. If the new chosen country remains with the same program manager there will be no country change fee. If the family voluntarily decides to change another country program and the change necessitates a change in program managers, there will be a country change fee as specified by CCI at that time. Each country change fee is done on a case by case basis.   

CCI’s promise to our client families is to provide the highest quality services to them, and children and families in need, while charging reasonable fees for the services we provide.

Post-Adoption Report Compliance: Ethiopia

I/We, ___________________________, the prospective adoptive parents understand that we are obligated to comply with post-adoption report requirements per the country and/or CCI. I/We understand that failure to submit post-adoption reports on time could have significant impact on the future of adoptions from Ethiopia. I/We understand that as a provision of being allowed to adopt from Ethiopia, Ethiopia requires post-adoption reports be conducted according to the following schedule: 

The following reports must be conducted by a qualified adoption professional (usually the same agency/professional who did the homestudy): 

· 3 months

· 6 months

· 12 months

The timeframes listed above are calculated from the date of the Embassy appointment. 

In addition to the professional reports, Ethiopia requires adoptive parents to submit a self-written annual report starting at the 24 month post-adoption point until the child turns 18 years old. 

(Specific information regarding what should be included in and with the report can be obtained from CCI at the time of inquiry.)

In addition to the required reports listed above, I/we understand the following: 

· Our homestudy agency may require additional reports;

· It is the client’s responsibility to alert the homestudy agency of their pick-up travel arrangements as some agencies must conduct a post-adoption visit quickly after the child’s arrival home;

· CCI reserves the right to require additional post-adoption reports as provided for in the International Adoption Services Agreement. 

· CCI requires a copy of each additional report conducted.

Information Regarding Pictures/Video/Other Information 

About Ethiopian Children
Ethiopian adoption practices require great care be taken to protect orphans who are available for or who are in the process of being adopted. To this end, Ethiopia prohibits public sharing of orphan information, including pictures, videos and other information, whether obtained verbally or in-writing. 

In order to honor Ethiopia’s desire to protect its orphans and to help insure the continued adoption program, the following practices must be adhered to by CCI and its clients: 
· CCI password protects the Ethiopian waiting children profiles. Please do not share the password with anyone. If someone asks you for the password, please refer them to CCI to obtain the password. 

· All pictures and videos taken by CCI are the property of CCI, even after distribution to the adoptive families or prospective adoptive families. The information is not to be sold or otherwise distributed without the express written consent of CCI. 
· Do not post pictures, videos or identifying information of the children you are adopting online or in any public forum, including personal blogs and video-sharing sites, without ensuring the pictures/information are password protected and the password is only given to those with a personal interest in your adoption (friends, family, etc). Information is not to be sold or otherwise distributed to media outlets, charities or other special interest groups without the express written consent of CCI. 
· It is important to inform anyone to whom you provide a password to NOT share the password with others.

· Please realize that even though you may mark a picture, video or other information as private or even password protect it, it has the propensity to not be 100% protected. 
· Be sure to read all user agreements on photo-sharing, video-sharing or social networking sites to ensure privacy and that the pictures will not be made available to that site or any third-party company for advertising or other usages and that you are not relinquishing ownership of the picture by posting on that service’s site. There are reports that even when marked private on social network sites such as Facebook that the public can find and view pictures, video and other information. 

· Do not post pictures, videos or identifying information of the children anyone else is adopting online or in any public forum, even when password protected. 

· Do not post pictures, videos or identifying information of any available children through CCI or any of the orphanages CCI works with online or in any public forum without the expressed written permission of CCI. 

· CCI reserves the right to require you to remove any pictures, videos or information from any venue. 
· Once your case passes court, it is okay to post your child’s pictures and information anywhere you wish. However, please be cognizant of other children in any pictures you post. In addition, pictures, videos and other information recorded by or provided by CCI are never to be sold or distributed to media outlets, charities or other special interest groups without the express written permission of CCI, even after the adoption is complete.  This includes pictures, video and other information taken of the child prior to home-coming by other families, officials or visitors. 
Please understand it is not CCI’s intention to keep families from sharing information with their loved ones, but it is CCI’s ultimate intention to honor Ethiopia’s request and protect the privacy of the children CCI serves. If you are ever unsure of whether it is okay to share a child’s information in any way, please feel free to consult CCI staff. We are here to help you and we rejoice that you are venturing on this lifelong journey of adoption. 
CCI understands the desire of adoptive parents to have their child’s picture, video or other information taken by other adoptive parents who are in the country, and we understand the desire for our adoptive parents to want to help others by taking pictures of other people’s children. We greatly appreciate the willingness and desire of our families to help one another. However, in an effort to protect client privacy and to respect the privacy of the child, please do not send pictures, videos or other information directly to the other families. Please send all pictures, videos and other information through CCI.  We will be happy to transmit any pictures taken to the appropriate people. 
I/We, have read the above information and agree to adhere to the guidelines set forth regarding sharing of pictures, videos and other information of/about Ethiopian Children.
